Because the 
deaf in Cuba are educated through govern- 
ment schools, they know Sign Language. 
There is no communication gap. Here we 
challenge the hearing people in the church to 
realize that the deaf can hear the Gospel if 
they, the Christians, will learn Sign Language 
and share it with them.
